HIDDEN TREASURES: Discovering The Hymnal 

Hymn 388- O Worship the King, is based primarily on the rich imagery of Psalm 104:1-7 and it 

draws upon the splendor of 19th-century monarchy as a metaphor for the magnificence of the 

Almighty. Attributes of an earthly monarch are magnified to communicate the characteristics 

of the King of kings—one who by nature cannot be described. Composer Sir Robert Grant 

(1779-1838) was born and died in India—a country that by this time had long played a major 

role in the British Empire. He was a public servant distinguishing himself in law, serving as a 

member of Parliament, judge advocate general and governor of Bombay (now Mumbai). 

Despite his Scottish roots, Grant was Anglican, not Presbyterian. His father Charles was a
